Dress Code for Graduation


Dress Code for graduation ceremony

A. All seniors must wear appropriate dress attire under their gowns to participate in the formal graduation ceremony.

B. Appropriate dress attire will include the following:

1.  Girls: dress, skirt/slacks and blouse.  No tank tops, halter tops, shorts, or bathing suits will be allowed.  No bare feet, sneakers/athletic shoes, or boots will be allowed.

2.  Boys: slacks, shirt with a collar, shoes.  No tank tops, t-shirts, shorts, or bathing suits will be allowed. No bare feet, sneakers/athletic shoes, or boots will be allowed.

· Slacks/dress/skirt, blouse/shirt with a collar, and shoes.  No tank tops, shorts or bathing suits will be allowed.  No bare feet, sneakers/athletic shoes (unless medically necessary), or boots will be allowed.  
C.
The District supports the diversity of its student body and welcomes traditional cultural regalia and recognized objects of cultural and/or religious significance.  This includes clothing, accessories and adornment (i.e. Indigenous beadwork).

D.
The District supports the wearing of honors cords, stoles and pins at the graduation ceremony by a student who has earned these privileges through achieving academic honors or athletic distinction, military service, induction into recognized honor societies, a member of a service organization, or in recognition of a student’s cultural identity and/or heritage.

C. E.  Class advisors and/or administrators will only allow properly attired students into the gymnasium for the procession to participate in the graduation ceremony.  Students without proper attire will be turned away, their diplomas will be removed from those to be distributed at the ceremony and will be available for pickup at the main office in the high school on the next work day after graduation.
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
